Format 
Ø Course seminars and dissertation writing support are provided in face-to-face weekend 

meetings once a month for three years. 
Ø Course enrollments are year-round, including summers. 
Ø The degree requires 60 credits beyond the master’s, meaning most students can finish 

within 10-12 straight semesters. 
Ø Your small cohort fosters community, support and success. 
Ø This is an in-person program. A live-streaming option may occasionally be available 

when unforeseen circumstances require.  
 
Curriculum 
Ø We take a holistic approach to higher education leadership that emphasizes data-

based decision-making, and communication and collaboration across office lines to 
effect student success and institutional vitality. This approach is imbued with the 
philosophy of enrollment management (EM) and reflects our roots in offering the first 
graduate program in EM almost 30 years ago.  

Ø Foundational courses instill clear understanding of higher education and its role in 
society; quantitative and qualitative research courses provide the tools for solving 
problems and taking advantage of opportunities at your institution; and concentration 
courses highlight today’s most pressing institutional needs and concerns. 

Ø Strong writing and speaking skills also are emphasized.  
Ø Your coursework culminates in doctoral qualifying exams. 
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Dissertation 
Ø Your dissertation allows you to combine theory and research, academics, and personal 

experience to address a question or issue at your institution or a component of the 
higher education sphere that interests you.  

Ø The Ed.D. is based in thoughtful applications of knowledge and skills to problem 
solving, and we help launch that effort early on via a dissertation proposal seminar and 
advising. Through worksheets and then chapter outlines, you must focus on what you 
want to research, why you want to do it, and how. No time is wasted. 

Ø Once courses and doctoral qualifying exams are completed, you’ll engage in intensive 
dissertation writing workshops one weekend per month. 

 
Tuition 
Ø In academic year 2023-2024, tuition was $2,421 per credit (FT 9 credits Fall/Spr - HT 3 

credits Summer) for a total of $21,789 per semester, $7,263 in summer. 
Ø Scholarships are available for college administrators. 
Ø Federal financial aid is provided via grants, subsidized and unsubsidized loans available 

to students who qualify.

achievements, activities and personal goals.
